Please review the duties of the two positions listed below.
DUTIES OF THE ISRAEL RELATIONS CHAIR
RESPONSIBILITIES.

(a) The Israel Chair shall be responsible for building pro-Israel coalitions in the greater University community (in accordance with the Hillel International Israel policy). He/she is responsible to oversee programs that can involve, but are not limited to, aspects of Israeli culture, education and politics. 


(b) To provide at least one (1) Israel program each semester: may be demonstrated through tabling on campus, letter writing, guest speakers, movies, arts and cultural displays. (To design a comprehensive educational event directed at the university community which promotes critical thinking and historical accuracy.) 


(c) To act as a liaison to other Israel student groups and be knowledgeable about Israeli politics
(d) To provide Israeli current events at Hillel Shabbat dinner.

(e) To acknowledge Yom Ha’atzmaut (Israel’s National Independence Day) and plan an event accordingly. The program must promote a greater knowledge and understanding of Israel’s diverse culture and society. 
(f) Promote various trips to Israel to other students. 
(g) He/she should be available to assist with any programs going on with the different groups.  
DUTIES OF THE SOCIAL ACTION CHAIR
RESPONSIBILITIES.

(a) As Judaism places a high value on Tikun Olam (repairing the world) the Social Action Chair is responsible for planning actives that promote such a concept. 

(b) To reach out to the greater Albany Jewish community to address and assist their needs. 

(c) The Social Action Chair may be required to attend at least two (2) additional mandatory meetings at which JSC/Hillel must be represented.  This includes but is not limited to attendance at Multi-Cultural events sponsored by the Student Association or Jewish Student Services meetings.
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
